Kim de–escalated technical difficulties by assuring students it was fine if it took them a minute to share their screen, etc. instead of
letting awkwardness and stress hang in the air like I’ve previously experienced.

I am so so so grateful to Professor Kim for how she taught this class and opened my mind to exploring something new. She is so
amazing, and this class taught me more about sex and intimacy that I ever learned in my past 20 years. I think everyone should take a
class like this at some point.

This course was excellently formatted, and contributed greatly to my learning about an important, but under–taught subject. Discussing
sex and intimacy as well as how to promote healthy interactions, will contribute to both my personal and clinical practice.

Comments
Kim is so respectful and welcoming and makes all of her students feel like they can come to her with anything!

She asked people to identify their own pronouns and to be respectful of those of other people.

A few days into the class, people were trying their best to keep up with using preferred names and pronouns but there were still slip–
ups and Professor Acquaviva helped edit each individual case of misnaming or misgendering.

The course is on Sex during the time of COVID 19 and she made sure to welcome students of all backgrounds to the course. Students
were able to share their thoughts without fear and the open environment of the discussion board made sure every voice was heard.
She also had us create ground rules as a class for our course to ensure respect of every perspective. The class focused on all
backgrounds as well and she was just overall so accepting.

She was really interested in hearing different perspectives without putting pressure on students to share.

She always made sure we used correct names, pronouns, etc to make sure everybody felt welcomed. Also, she was understanding of
little slip–ups with times we posted to the discussion board a little bit late or joined class a little bit late.

She included resources that talked about diverse populations and was willing to start and foster conversations about diversity and
accessibility by answering questions as well as asking thought–provoking ones. She was very welcoming to all opinions and made
sure each student knew that there was no "wrong" answer or feeling to any topic we discussed in class.

She allowed every student in the class to express their own opinions and perspectives on the topics covered on the discussion boards
and through the final project while making sure everyone felt comfortable doing so.

Emphasized the use of correct pronouns, welcomed all students opinions despite how they identified.

Professor Kim fostered such a comfortable and engaging environment where students felt free to bring up different topics of
discussion. By the end of the semester, I learned through her and through my classmates, and I believe she learned from us as well!

– She asked us to introduce ourselves to the class and tell about ourselves to everyone before starting to get into discussions
– she had everyone identify their pronouns
– she did not make assumptions about sexual orientation or gender identity when discussing sex
– she gave trigger warnings when talking about sensitive material

She made the class extremely inclusive and literally every class or discussion would ensure we were respectful of others and always
encouraged us to use our pronouns or disclose the class what ideas we were having that day about our different perspectives.

Kim made every effort to welcome diverse perspectives and not shut anyone's opinions down as being "wrong." Everything she said
was extremely respectful of all belief sets and moral codes, while still being informative.

So welcoming, made sure every person was always comfortable.

She made sure to use everyone's' preferred pronouns and emphasized we shouldn't be embarrassed BY ANYTHING. She shared
personal stories and talked in a respectful way to make sure everyone was comfortable.

Kim explicitly said that you still have a place in this class if your religion forbids certain sexual activities. Kim also included information
on the asexual community to acknowledge their experience as well. Kim takes value–neutral stances on certain behaviors as long as
consent is present. I felt Kim made a safe and informative space for all sexualities and gender identities.

Our first discussion post was an introductory one where we shared our preferred names and pronouns. Professor Kim even sent out
an email to everyone when some people's names were being mixed up. She never pressured anyone to answer a potentially
uncomfortable question. She put trigger warnings when discussing difficult things. She is one of the kindest people ever!

Kim encouraged use of pronouns from the very beginning of the course––and these were used to sign off our discussion posts every
time along with our names. On day one we did introduction discussion posts with our preferred name and pronouns. When responding
to students in the forums, some people (unintentionally) did not use preferred names due to Collab displaying legal names––when this
happened Kim sent out an email both apologizing to the students whose names were misused, gave us direction on how to change our
display name on collab (which was very helpful to me and other students––I go by a nickname), and then she individually edited all of
the existing posts to show our correct names. Though I simply go by a nickname, this was really kind of her to do and made the space
feel very respectful and inclusive. Additionally, Kim encouraged us to use trigger warnings when talking about sensitive subjects like
sexual assault––and when conversation would turn toward something more sensitive, she would give students a moment to hop off or
mute should that be something they need to avoid. This was easily the MOST inclusive classroom environment I've had the privilege to
be a part of.
